ENROLMENT  
We have special forms that need to be completed.  Karen Clark, our Office Manager, or Sue 
Millward, our Student Management Systems secretary, will help you manage this process.  
They will arrange a suitable time for you meet with staff regarding the appropriate class 
placement for your child.  If you wish to have your child included in the Maori Immersion Unit, 
Te Roopu Aroha ki te Reo, there is an additional interview process and you are welcome to 
pick up an information booklet and the policy that will explain what to do. You can call in at the 
office and talk to Karen or Sue, or telephone the school at 078258140, or email Karen at 
karen.clark@raglanarea.school.nz for a copy of the enrolment forms. 
 
NEW ENTRANTS 
Celia Risbridger is the New Entrant teacher in 2011.  Her aim is to ensure that your child has 
the start to school that you desire. We encourage you to arrange a visit to school prior to your 
child's fifth birthday so that you are comfortable with the enrolment process.  Children and 
parents are encouraged to visit the New Entrant class a few mornings prior to their birthday. 
After enrolment, some parents like to stay for the beginning of the day’s programme to ensure 
that their children are happy in class.  Please talk to Celia (Assistant Principal Year 0-6) about 
this. 
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In the following pages we have outlined some of the positive features which make Raglan Area 
School a great school for children and an excellent place to learn. 
 
 
A CARING ENVIRONMENT 
We are an Enviro-School and caring for the school and community environments is embedded 
in our learning programmes. Having a picturesque environment with ready access to the 
harbour and the natural bush of the Kaitoki Walkway on our doorstep enables us to foster a 
positive attitude to the physical environment. The five/six year olds have their own playground, 
recreation and play areas immediately outside their classrooms. The senior primary area 
(Years 3-6) have their own separate playground structures. 
 
LEARN WHERE WE LIVE 
The greater Raglan community is tremendously supportive of its school.  Sports organisations 
actively assist with coaching and skill development, cultural groups foster our artistic and 
dramatic endeavours, environmental groups are actively involved in our teaching and learning, 
and the local business community continually support our fundraising, cultural and work 
experience programmes.   
 
We are proud of this relationship and we strive to provide the wide learning environment that 
our community desires.  Regardless of whether students complete all their pre-tertiary learning 
here, our students do receive an excellent Primary education that allows them to achieve in 
their choice of Secondary schooling.

TEACHERS AND FACILITIES 
 
In particular, in the Year 0-6 Syndicate of our school, children have access to: 
 
1. Experienced Year 0-6 staff.  We all are trained in the Numeracy and Literacy projects.  

Our teachers have a diverse range of skills, strengths and interests to share with the 
students. 

2. Great facilities - a large Swimming Pool and small learner pool, modern Information 
Centre (Library); two Computer Labs; Video Conferencing facilities; a Gymnasium; Mini 
Vans, and a bus. 

3. Netbooks (small laptops) in Year 0-6 classrooms giving access to the internet, (DVD’s, 
CD Rom’s) and other forms of Information Technology such as working on the school’s 
intranet. 

4.  “Swimsafe” trained teachers. We teach water safety and confidence as well as 
swimming skills.  We swim most days during Term One. 

In the wider school we have a large caring staff (35 teachers plus teacher assistants) who 
have a variety of talents and teaching gifts.  Junior children sometimes have access to 
specialist teachers. Staff Professional Development is a Board of Trustee priority and is on-
going. 

Children are drawn from a wide cross-section of a community that reflects New Zealand 
society. This means there is a wide group of children for socialising and working together. 

The School works closely with the Raglan Community and frequently liaises with the 
Kindergarten, Childcare, Playgroups and Kohanga Reo. 

The School has a Health Team (Counsellors, nurse) who can work with individual junior pupils 
or small groups to develop self-esteem and address social issues. We also have a Social 
Worker in Schools who supports children and their families. 

 
EXTRA PROGRAMMES 
We have a comprehensive and well recognised programme for supporting the learning of Year 
0-6 children who need additional assistance.  It includes the following: 
 

·  READING RECOVERY – an intensive one to one programme with a specially trained 
teacher to boost students who have found early literacy challenging.  

·  TARP - Tape Assisted Reading Programme;   
·  SPELD - A one on one sponsored programme with an emphasis on phonics.  
·  Talk to Learn - A specialist programme run by our Special Needs Teacher Stephanie 

de Besten;  
·  Jolly Phonics Focus - A Year 1-2 classroom programme to teach letter sounds and their 

use; 
·  RTLB Programmes - Specialist help from Sue Brown our Resource Teacher of 

Learning and Behaviour.  
·  We are a Duffy "Books in Homes" school, sponsored by the BOT. All children up to 

Year 8 receive at least 5 free books each year.
